Congratulations on purchasing your Russell Hobbs Man Single Blade trimmer. Each unit is manufactured to ensure safety and reliability. Before using this appliance for the first time, please read the instruction manual carefully and keep it for future reference.

1. Please read the instructions carefully before using any appliance.

2. Always ensure that the voltage on the rating label corresponds to the mains voltage in your home.

3. Incorrect operation and improper use can damage the appliance and cause injury to the user.

4. This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

5. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

6. Check the power cord and plug regularly for any damage. If the cord or the plug is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or a qualified person in order to avoid an electrical hazard.

7. Do not use the appliance if it has been dropped or damaged in any way. In case of damage, take the unit in for examination and/or repair by an authorized service agent

8. To reduce the risk of electric shock, do not immerse or expose the motor assembly, plug or the power cord to water or any other liquid..

9. The use of accessory attachments that are not recommended or supplied by the manufacturer may result in injuries.
10. Ensure that the switch is in the “Off” position after each use.

11. The manufacturer does not accept responsibility for any damage or injury caused by improper or incorrect use, or for repairs carried out by unauthorised personnel.

12. In case of technical problems, switch off the appliance and do not attempt to repair it yourself. Return the appliance to an authorised service facility for examination, adjustment or repair. Always insist on the use of original spare parts. Failure to comply with the above-mentioned pre-cautions and instructions, could affect the safe operation of this machine.

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General description

Charging
· Charging takes approx. 1.5 -2 hours. 
· Charging or using the product at temperatures below 40°F (4.5°C) or higher than 95°F (35°C) adversely affects the lifespan of the battery.
· If the product is subjected to a major change in temperature, pressure or humidity, let the product acclimatize for 30 minutes before use.
· Charging with USB cable
· 1 Make sure the product is switched off.
· 2 Connect the USB charging cord to the charging socket of the trimmer and connect to USB port of adaptor or computer
· 3 The charging LED will light up red to indicate that the batteries are being charged.
Operating time
· When the product is fully charged, it has a cordless operating time of up to 60 minutes.
Using the product
· Always check the product and all accessories before using. Do not use the product or any accessory if it is damaged, as this may cause injury.
Note: This product is for cordless use.
· Use this product for its intended household use as described in this manual.
· For hygienic reasons, the product should only be used by one person.
· Trimming is easier when the skin and hair are dry.
· Before using the product, always check the blade for damage or wear. If the blade is damaged or worn, do not use the product, as injury may occur.
· Replace a damaged blade before you use the product 
· Use the product to trim, edge or shave facial hair (beard, moustache and sideburns). Shave for a smooth result, trim to obtain a certain length and edge to create perfect edges and sharp lines.
Turning the product on and off
Press the on/off button once to turn the product on or off.

Shaving
· Shaving a clean beard and face gives the best results.  
1 Switch on the product (part no.2 in Fig 1).
2 Place the blade on the skin and move the product up or against the grain in long strokes while pressing lightly (Fig.2).
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Note: Make sure you hold the surface of the blade flat against your skin (Fig.3).
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3 Switch off and clean the product after every use 
Edging
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1 Switch on the product (part no.2 in Fig 1).
2 Place the edge of the blade perpendicular onto the skin (Fig 5 ).
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3 Make straight strokes while applying gentle pressure (Fig. 6).
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4 Switch off and clean the product after each use
Trimming with comb
· The precision trimming comb allows you to trim hair to different lengths.
· When you trim for the first time, start at the highest length setting to familiarize yourself with the product.
· The settings on the wheel correspond to the remaining hair length after trimming in millimeters. You can select a length from 0.5mm to 10mm.
· Place the front part of the comb onto the blade and push the projection at the back of the comb into the product (‘click’) (Fig. 7).
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· Always trim in the direction of the teeth of the precision trimming comb making sure the flat part of the comb is in full contact with the skin for an even trimming result (Fig. 8).
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· Since all hairs do not grow in the same direction, you may want to try different trimming positions (i.e. upwards, downwards, or across). Practice is best for optimum results.
· Make sure to always move the product against the grain.
· Trimming is easier when the skin and hair are dry.
1. Switch on the product (part no.2 in Fig 1).
2. Switch off and clean the product after each use (see ‘Cleaning’).
3. To remove the comb, pull the back part off the product and then slide the comb off the blade.

Cleaning
· Clean the product after every use. Never use scouring pads, abrasive cleaning agents or aggressive liquids such as gasoline or acetone to clean the product.
· Do not tap the product or blade against a surface to remove hairs and water as this may cause damage to the product and blade. If the blade is damaged replace immediately.
· Never dry the blade with a towel or tissue, as this may cause damage.
Cleaning the product
1 Turn off the product.
2 Remove the comb from the blade (Fig. 9).
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3 Blow off any hairs that have accumulated on the blade and/or comb.
4 Switch on the product briefly while rinsing the blade with lukewarm water (Fig. 10).
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5 Rinse the comb with lukewarm water.
6 Carefully shake off excess water and let all parts air dry completely.
Note: The blade is fragile. Handle it carefully. Replace the blade immediately if it is damaged.
Storage
· Always attach the precision trimming comb on the blade to protect the blade from damage during traveling or storage (Fig. 7).

· Be sure the product is turned off.
· Remove cord from outlet and the product before storing it in a safe, dry location where it will not be damage.
· Do not wrap cord around the product when storing.
· Store cord in a safe location where it will not be damaged.
· Do not place or store the product where it can fall or be pulled into a tub or sink of water or other liquid while plugged in.
SERVICING THE APPLIANCE

There are no user serviceable parts in this appliance. If the unit is not operating correctly, please check the following:
· You have followed the instructions correctly

· That the unit has been wired correctly and that the wall socket is switched on.

· That the mains power supply is ON.

· That the plug is firmly in the mains socket.

· Ensure the overheating protection didn’t switch off the device. Set the on / off switch to 0 (off), pull out the plug from the mains socket, and allow the device to cool adequately. Before switching it back on, ensure that there are no hairs or foreign bodies blocking the air inlet.

If the appliance still does not work after checking the above:

· Consult the retailer for possible repair or replacement. If the retailer fails to resolve the problem and you need to return the appliance, make sure that:

· The unit is packed carefully back into its original packaging.

· Proof of purchase is attached.

· A reason is provided for why it is being returned.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or an authorised service agent, in order to avoid any hazard. If service becomes necessary within the warranty period, the appliance should be returned to an approved Home of Living Brands (Pty) Limited service centre. Servicing outside the warranty period is still available, but will, however, be chargeable.

WARRANTY AND EXTENDED WARRANTY 

1. Home of Living Brands  (Pty) Limited  ("Home of Living Brands  ")  warrants  to the original  purchaser  of this product  ("the  customer")  that  this  product  will  be  free  of  defects  in  quality  and workmanship which under normal personal, family or household use and purpose may manifest within a period of 1 (one) year from the date of purchase ("warranty period").

2. Home of Living Brands shall extend the warranty period for a further period of 1 (one) year (“extended warranty period”), on condition that the purchaser registers the product on the website, within 12 months from the date of purchase of the product. The extended warranty period only applies to products purchased on or after 1 October 2017.  

3. Where the customer has purchased a product and it breaks, is defective or does not work properly for the intended  purpose,  the customer  must notify the supplier from whom  the customer  bought  the  product  ("the supplier")  thereof  within  the  warranty period or if applicable, the extended warranty period. Any claim in terms of this warranty must be supported by a proof of purchase.  If proof of purchase is not available, then repair, and/or service charges may be payable by the customer to the supplier.

4. The  faulty  product  must  be  taken  to  the  supplier's  service  centre  to  exercise  the warranty.

5. The supplier will refund, repair or exchange the product in terms of this warranty subject to legislative requirements. This warranty shall be valid only where the customer has      not  broken  the  product  themselves,  or  used  the  product  for  something  that  it  is  not supposed to be used for. The warranty does not include and will not be construed to cover products damaged as a result of disaster, misuse, tamper, abuse or any unauthorised modification or repair of the product.

6. This warranty will extend only to the product provided at the date of the purchase and not to any expendables attached or installed by the customer.

7. If the customer requests that the supplier repairs the product and the product breaks or fails to work properly within 3 (three) months of the repair and not as a result of misuse, tampering  or  modification  by  or  on  behalf  of  the  customer,  then  the  supplier  may replace the product or pay a refund to the customer, subject to the supplier’s discretion.

8. The customer may be responsible for certain costs where products returned are not in the original packaging, or if the packaging is damaged. This will be deducted from any refund paid to the customer.
