10. Ensure that the switch is in the “Off” position after each use.

12. In case of technical problems, switch off the appliance and do not attempt to repair it yourself. Return the appliance to an authorised service facility for examination, adjustment or repair. Charging your personal groomer
· Before using your personal groomer for the first time, charge for 14 – 16 hours 
· Make sure the product is switched off while charging

· Insert the small plug into the charge connector and put the USB cable to adaptor 5V

· During charging – the indicator light will be red

· To preserve battery life, allow battery to completely drain, then chare for 14-16 hours

Using the product
Before you begin:

Always comb your beard or moustache with a fine comb before you start trimming

· Attaching and removing the guide combs:
· With the trimmer blade facing away from you, slide the guide comb on top of the full-size trimmer attachment and click into position.

· With the trimmer blade facing away from you, carefully push the guide comb away from the trimmer blade

· NOTE: Always make sure that the arrow should be aligned before attaching the guide combs to the trimmer

Attaching and removing the trimmer comb attachment:
NOTE: Always ensure the appliance is switched off before changing any attachments.

To Remove: Hold the personal groomer with one hand and turn the trimmer head anti-clockwise with the other

TIPS:

· Remove the trimmer comb attachment if you are defining sideburns, trimming the nape of your neck or trimming your beard line.

CARE FOR YOUR PERSONAL GROOMER:

· We recommend that you clean your groomer after each use by rinsing the product head under warm water. Use the cleaning comb to remove any loose hairs.
· Always keep the groomer in the off position

· Place one or two drops of the cutter oil on the blades, turn on the clipper to distribute the oil evenly. Wipe off any excess oil.

STORAGE:

· Do not wrap the cord of the charging adaptor around the appliance.

SERVICING THE APPLIANCE

There are no user serviceable parts in this appliance. If the unit is not operating correctly, please check the following:
· You have followed the instructions correctly

· That the unit has been wired correctly and that the wall socket is switched on.

· That the mains power supply is ON.

· That the plug is firmly in the mains socket.

· Ensure the overheating protection didn’t switch off the device. Set the on / off switch to 0 (off), pull out the plug from the mains socket, and allow the device to cool adequately. Before switching it back on, ensure that there are no hairs or foreign bodies blocking the air inlet.

If the appliance still does not work after checking the above:

· Consult the retailer for possible repair or replacement. If the retailer fails to resolve the problem and you need to return the appliance, make sure that:

· The unit is packed carefully back into its original packaging.

· Proof of purchase is attached.

· A reason is provided for why it is being returned.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or an authorised service agent, in order to avoid any hazard. If service becomes necessary within the warranty period, the appliance should be returned to an approved Home of Living Brands (Pty) Limited service centre. Servicing outside the warranty period is still available, but will, however, be chargeable.

· W A R R A N T Y AND EXTENDED WARRANTY 

1. Home of Living Brands  (Pty) Limited  ("Home of Living Brands  ")  warrants  to the original  purchaser  of this product  ("the  customer")  that  this  product  will  be  free  of  defects  in  quality  and workmanship which under normal personal, family or household use and purpose may manifest within a period of 1 (one) year from the date of purchase ("warranty period").

2. Home of Living Brands shall extend the warranty period for a further period of 1 (one) year (“extended warranty period”), on condition that the purchaser registers the product on the website, within 12 months from the date of purchase of the product. The extended warranty period only applies to products purchased on or after 1 October 2017.  

3. Where the customer has purchased a product and it breaks, is defective or does not work properly for the intended  purpose,  the customer  must notify the supplier from whom  the customer  bought  the  product  ("the supplier")  thereof  within  the  warranty period or if applicable, the extended warranty period. Any claim in terms of this warranty must be supported by a proof of purchase.  If proof of purchase is not available, then repair, and/or service charges may be payable by the customer to the supplier.

4. The  faulty  product  must  be  taken  to  the  supplier's  service  centre  to  exercise  the warranty.

5. The supplier will refund, repair or exchange the product in terms of this warranty subject to legislative requirements. This warranty shall be valid only where the customer has      not  broken  the  product  themselves,  or  used  the  product  for  something  that  it  is  not supposed to be used for. The warranty does not include and will not be construed to cover products damaged as a result of disaster, misuse, tamper, abuse or any unauthorised modification or repair of the product.

6. This warranty will extend only to the product provided at the date of the purchase and not to any expendables attached or installed by the customer.

7. If the customer requests that the supplier repairs the product and the product breaks or fails to work properly within 3 (three) months of the repair and not as a result of misuse, tampering  or  modification  by  or  on  behalf  of  the  customer,  then  the  supplier  may replace the product or pay a refund to the customer, subject to the supplier’s discretion.

8. The customer may be responsible for certain costs where products returned are not in the original packaging, or if the packaging is damaged. This will be deducted from any refund paid to the customer.
